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What can you learn about needs assessment in a short, mini-workshop?   From our viewpoint the answer is a lot.  Via presentation and hands-on exercises you will be exposed to basic concepts and definitions used in understanding needs as well as procedures for their assessment.  The first session deals with background issues.  It contains a short sensitizing activity and a longer one in which you will generate statements of needs.  The second focuses on a three phase model to guide the assessment and includes an activity that is recommended for starting the process.  The concluding session will emphasize the importance of qualitative methods as one set of methods in needs assessment with an interesting procedure being simulated through both large and small group participation. 
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
